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FROM THE PASTOR FROM THE PASTOR FROM THE PASTOR –––    Is God Green?    

No, I’m not referring to “green with envy”.  I’m asking you to consider if God is green, as in 

the color of the environmental movement.  For years, those on the political and religious 

right have tried to caricature the “greenies” or the “tree huggers” as wackos.  While any 

movement should be open to critique, no matter their persuasion, the better question, when 

it comes to the environment is this: Is God green?  Or in other words, what does God think 

about all this focus on the environment?  And where do we go to find out?  I really hope you 

didn’t answer in your mind as you read that: Rush Limbaugh or Bill Mahar!  We need to go to 

the word of God! 

 A few years ago I did a sermon on this very issue, in which I still get loving flack from 

some of you that I actually advocated washing out peanut butter jars so they could be recy-

cled!  The essence of that sermon was Genesis 1:26-31 where God says that mankind is made 

in his image, and thus is to rule the earth, an earth that God made good.  The implication is 

that, in his image, we are to rule as he would.  We are stewards of his earth and should treat 

it as he would.  Since we know that he made it good, and since we know from other passages 

that the earth is his, that it declares his handiwork and that it points people to him, we need 

to care for it.  God is green!  Because the language of environmentalism has been infected by 

partisan politics, think of it in distinctly Christian terminology: Creation Care.  God created, 

and what he created is good, so we must care for it.  But how? 

 There are a number of easy steps:   Start with learning.  Learn about how many Chris-

tians are taking the lead in creation care.  On the internet you can go to the websites of repu-

table evangelical organizations like Christianity Today or Evangelicals For Social Action to 

read loads of articles about creation care.  View the online short film The Story of Bottled 
Water, and stop using bottled water!  Get a metal water container you can use over and 

over.  Then move on to simple practices like recycling your peanut butter jars!  One recycling 

initiative that the Kime household has begun is with Styrofoam.  Dart Container has two local 

drop-off sites (Leola/Rt. 23 and Pitney Rd by Costco).  So Faith Church is beginning recycling 

all our Styrofoam cups, and we use a lot! Next, consider purchasing paper products made 

from partially or fully recycled materials.  Here at Faith Church we have recently begun pur-

chased 100% recycled paper.  Look for the logo on our bulletin and newsletter.  When it 

comes to recycling, there are many, many more opportunities to limit waste and care for 

creation.   

 There are also some major steps that can be taken.  At Faith Church, while we look 

into the cost of replacing our very old roof, we are also looking into solar panels.  I dream of 

seeing a solar array on our roof one day!  You can do this on your home as well.  With re-

bates and incentives, some reports are coming back that to fully solarize your electric use, 

you may be able to install a solar array for the cost of your monthly electric bill.  And after 

the five years it takes to pay off the loan, your solar panels may actually earn you money.  

Consider a loan for replacement windows.  Get a hybrid vehicle or a diesel.  Can you ride 

your bike to work?  Walk?  Run?             (Continued on Page 2)

     Thanks for your continued support through both your 

financial partnership and through this special emphasis in 

prayer next month. 

     I've also been busy negotiating and facilitating the sale of 

a church property in Athens, Greece.  After nearly twenty 

years, we need to liquidate this asset and reinvest these 

funds in other more fruitful ministries. 

     I've also been to India and back since the last time we've 

seen one another.  I went in October and go again in April.  

I'm serving on the board of governors at Allahabad Bible 

Seminary and we graduated our first 50 plus Bihl tribesmen in April who have completed some grassroots evangelism 

and church planting training. 

     I'm also preparing lessons on Islam for our ministry in Africa.  So far, I've written ten lessons (five on history, five on 

apologetics), and have five more (on practices ) to go to have a three year program ready for our Into Africa Project 

Village Church Planting training curriculum. 

     I also visited South Africa in the spring for our biennial meeting of the Into Africa Planning Committee.  During these 

meetings we review and evaluate our IAP VCP ministries including our joint "Launch Liberia" campaign with the EC 

Church. 

     Also visited Malta (remember Paul shipwrecked in Malta) at the end of January as part of my research missiologist 

assignment.  My successor and myself are attending a by invitation only conference on North Africa and the Middle 

East.  OMS is launching outreach among Muslims in North Africa and we're wanting to establish some networking rela-

tionships for further outreach and ministry development. 

     I've just completed a 20 page white paper for the President on the future of OMS.  In January, OMS is announced a 

new name as the result of a branding process has been a very long and drawn out experience.  We're praying that the 

Lord will use our new name to help enhance our recruitment efforts.  But my paper proposes that we'll need more 

than a new name to continue to serve the Lord in viable ways for the foreseeable future.  Pray that it is received well, 

and even if it isn't accepted 100%, that enough new ideas will stimulate some changes as we "back into that unknown 

future."

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The Reason For God: Belief In An Age Of Skepticism by Timothy Keller – John Tornfelt en-

couraged us to read this book in one of his recent sermons, so I decided to check the audiobook 

out of the library.  I am glad I did!  Keller, whom I believe spent a few years in his teens in the EC 

Church (what he calls “a small Methodist denomination” in the book!), is now pastor of Redeemer 

Presbyterian in New York City.  He does an excellent job walking through some of the toughest 

questions that skeptics present against God and the good news of Jesus.  While some people are 

deeply hardened against anything remotely connected to faith, this book could really help you as 

you seek to communicate the good news of Jesus to those who might have even just a sliver of 

open-mindedness in their lives.  Keller does not write fluff.  So be prepared to walk slowly and 

carefully through some passages.  Along with those passages, he includes great stories to make his 

teaching very understandable.  We should all desire to reach people for Christ, and this is a great resource to help us in 

the mission of God’s Kingdom.

Wasted: A Memoir of Anorexia and Bulimia by Marya Hornbacher –Michelle read this and 

passed it on to me.  Hornbacher tells the story of her long battle with anorexia and bulimia.  She is 

an intelligent and gifted writer, telling her story with honesty and grit. Anorexia and Bulimia are 

conditions that have become epidemic in modern-day America.  Chances are you know someone 

who has struggled with one of them.  For us it is a very personal, as Michelle struggled with ano-

rexia for a few years while we were in college.  It is easy for those on the outside to think of the 

anoretic, “Just snap out of it!” or “You’re just being vain.”  But as Hornbacher reveals the depths 

of her struggle, we realize that victory can mean peeling through layer upon layer of hurt and 

pain.  Being such a prevalent issue, perhaps all of us should read a book like this, but especially 

those whom the issue of eating disorders has touched in a personal way.  Though not writing 

from a Christian worldview, Hornbacher will help us understand the hows and whys of eating dis-

order, as well as what it looks like to help and be helped.                                                                                       - Joel Kime 

Pastors At Greater Risk: Real Help For Pastors From Pastors Who’ve Been There by H. B. 

London & Neil B. Wiseman – The Healthy Pastor Task Force of the EC Church handed out this 

book to all pastors at this year’s National Conference, and I am glad they did.  Chapter after chap-

ter, it is filled with excellent information and encouragement for pastors.  You might think, Why 
are you telling us about this, Joel?  Wouldn’t it be appropriate for just you and Ryan?  Well, yes and 

no.  The church at large needs healthy pastors.  This book asks some interesting questions and 

gives some excellent advice to help pastors and the church think through what it means to be 

healthy in pastoral ministry.  You, as the church, play a significant role in that!  I’m actually copying 

a chapter or two for our Pastoral Relations Committee to read.

It is a humorous joke, 

but I wonder how many people know what the ministry of a pastor entails and how dangerous that ministry can be to 

the pastor themselves, as well as to their families.  Yes, it feels a bit self-serving to say this, and please know I don’t 

mean it that way, but I think there is a biblical mandate for all of us to promote health in the pastoral ranks.  I believe 

reading this book is a great start!
